JEWISH EVANGELISM - GOSPEL OUTLINE

1. The purpose of Creation
Genesis 1:26 “And God said, let us make mankind in our image after our likeness and let them have
dominion...over all the earth”
Jeremiah 3:14 “Return O backsliding children says the Lord for I am married to you.”
Genesis 17:8 “And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land wherein thou art a
stranger,...the land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be their God.

2. The Fall

Genesis 2:16-17 “And the Lord God commanded man saying...of the tree of the knowledge of good and
evil you shall not eat of it... for you shall surely die.”

Genesis 3:8-9 “...And the Lord God called to Adam and said to him, where are you?”

Psalm 51:5  “Behold I was brought forth in iniquity and in sin my mother conceived me.”

- Explain original sin and how it passed from father to child. We are all born in sin.

3. Why did God establish the Nation of Israel?
Genesis 12:1-3 “...in you shall all the families of the earth be blessed.”
Genesis 22: 18 “In your seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed because you have obeyed my
voice.”
- God birthed the Jewish nation through Abraham to reveal Himself and His redemption to the
nations

4. Why was the Mosaic Law given?

Deuteronomy 31:26-27 “...that it may be there for a witness against you.”

Deuteronomy 18:15-19 “..] will raise them up a prophet from among their brethren like you...”

Jeremiah 31:31-34 “Behold the days are coming says the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with

the house of Israel,...not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers...”

5. Blood sacrifice, God’s only Atonement for Sin

Leviticus 17:11 “For the life of the flesh is in the blood and I have given it to you upon the altar to make
atonement for your souls. For it is the blood that makes atonement for your soul.”

Isaiah 64:6 “..all our righteousness is like a filthy rag...”

Genesis 4:3-7 - Explain God’s rejection of Cain’s sacrifice of vegetables and His acceptance of Abel’s
blood
sacrifice.

- Without a Tabernacle or Temple there no longer is atonement for sin

6. When would Messiah come?
Daniel 9:24-27 - After 483 years from the command to rebuild Jerusalem = 24AD
- Messiah would be executed but not for Himself
- After His death the Temple and Jerusalem would again be destroyed
Genesis 3:15 & Isaiah 7:14 — The Virgin Birth (Explain why the Messiah must be born of a
virgin — so that the sin nature would not pass to Him)
Micah 5:2  “But you Bethlehem... out of you shall He come...to be ruler of Israel and His goings
out are from ancient times, from days of old.”
Isaiah 53:1-12 — Explain the whole portion showing the fulfilment in the New Covenant.
Psalm 22:16-18 & Zachariah 12:10 - The crucifixion of Messiah

7. The Trinity - (Let Us make mankind)

Isaiah 9:6-7 “For unto us a child is born, to us a Son is given...and His name shall be called
Wonderful, Counsellor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.”

Genesis 1:1-33 — Abraham saw God and gave Him butter, milk and meat to eat (Not Kosher)

Compare the above with Exodus 33:18-23 - No man can see God

Genesis 19:24 — “Then the Lord God rained...brimstone...from the Lord out of heaven.”

Isaiah48:16-17 — Clearly shows the Father, Messiah Jesus and the Holy Spirit
